
Parent Involvement
At Forte, we are environmentally conscious and will communicate primarily through email. If you need to receive information 
via traditional mail, please indicate it on your registration form.
We encourage students to play at home in order to accomplish certain “challenges.” Students are taught to be OBJECTIVE-
ORIENTED instead of time oriented. These goals should take students approximately 20-30 minutes a day, five days a week, to 
reach. Teachers will make a point of being very specific and communicative about how to successfully prepare during the 
week. We believe in motivating children through encouragement, positive reinforcement, and goal setting. In the event that a 
student is struggling to progress, parents will be consulted on how to best help that child. Parents are invited to stay and 
observe class, but should not bring other children with them when doing so.

REGISTRATION FEE:  There is a one-time registration fee of $45 per family.  Additional family members can be added at any time 
incurring no extra registration fee. 
 
PAYMENT OF TUITION:  There are 2 ways in which to pay your tuition bill. 
1) Payment in FULL Option.  Your lesson time slot will be officially booked when payment is recieved.   
2) TWO payments Option.  Your lesson time slot will be officially booked when the first payment is recieved.  The second payment is 
due halfway through the semester. 

LATE FEE FOR SECOND PAYMENT:  If payment is not recieved by the scheduled due dates (see master calendar) a late fee of $35 
per week will be added until the payment is recieved.  Failure to pay after 3 weeks beyond the due date will result in your lesson time 
opening up and becoming available to other students.  

FORMS OF PAYMENT:  We accept cash, checks, money orders, VISA or Mastercard. 

Scheduling 
REGULAR LESSON TIME SLOT:  Once payment is recieved and a lesson time slot is booked, you are guaranteed that 30 minute time 
slot for the semester AND have the option of keeping it through SPRING Semester. 

LESSON TIME CANCELLATION / RESCHEDULING RULES: 
1)  Your regular lesson time slot is the only guaranteed time slot we can offer. 
2)  Cancelling by 7:00pm the night before the scheduled lesson makes you eligible for a makeup lesson.  The eligibility for makeup of 
a cancelled lesson is strictly notated in your file here at Forte. 
3)  We do our best to reschedule eligible cancelled lessons.  It is your responsibility to call in and try to schedule a makeup class.  Be 
aware that our schedule is generally very full and the makeup lesson may have to be with another teacher.  This is actually recom-
mended as all our teachers are of the highest quality. 
4)  A scheduled makeup lesson CANNOT be made up.  A missed makeup lesson will be forfeited. 
5)  EMERGENCY CANCELLATION:  Once a semester, you are allowed to cancel at any point up until 1 hour before your scheduled 
lesson time slot.  This cancelled lesson will be notated in our records as an emergency cancellation and will be eligible for a makeup. 
6)  UNUSED MAKEUP LESSONS:  All lessons not made up before the end of the semester are forfeited.  Please keep track of your 
eligible makeup lessons and try and fit them in early, as the available time slots rapidly reduce near the end of the semester. 
7)  No refunds will be given for unused makeup lessons. 
8)  In the event that Forte Music School needs to cancel your lesson due to teacher illness or other factors, a makeup lesson will be 
offered if one is available, otherwise a refund credit will be granted. 
9)  PLEAE BE AWARE THAT THESE RULES ARE STRICTLY ENFORCED AND NO EXPECTIONS WILL BE MADE. 

WITHDRAWL FROM FORTE MUSIC SCHOOL:  Those wishing to stop taking classes with Forte Music School, must give 4 weeks 
paid notice.  The remaining tuition for the semester will be refunded.  We cannot refund registration fees.  

NOTE:  All scheduling issues and cancellations are handled by the Scheduling Coordinator NOT by the individual instructors, 
please direct your calls, e-mails and inquiries to the front desk. 

MISSED CLASSES:  No refunds or credits are given for missed classes.  You are welcome to come to an alternate class time.  Please 
inquire with the front desk so we can let the instructor know.
